ïResearch Papers



ÅProperly including quotations in your writing 
helps support your ideas and improve the 
quality of your writing.

ïYou gain credibility as a trusted source

ïYou provide sufficient and relevant evidence to 
support and explain your ideas and claims

ïYou protect yourself from plagiarism accusations

ïYou demonstrate the ability to include outside 
sources



Include quotes 
ǿƘŜƴΧ

ÅYou are providing 
examples and 
evidence

Do not include 
ǉǳƻǘŜǎ ǿƘŜƴΧ

ÅYou are writing your 
thesis statement

ÅYou are writing your 
topic sentences



ÅA quotation should stand alone.

ÅYou should begin a sentence with 
a quote.

ÅYou should explain your quote 
after you properly cite it.



Remember the acronym ICE to help you 
properly and effectively include quotes in 
your writing.
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
